“Teach them diligently”: Teach our children the driving habits you will want them to follow when they become drivers:
READ THE SIGNS- do not make left turns out of the TDSA driveway at carpool times.
DRIVE WITH REGARD FOR OTHERS- A parent making a U-tumn in the LaVista-Jody intersection caused another parent to choose
between swerving into students or blocking oncoming traffic. NO U-TURNS are safe at that intersection, especially at carpool time.
Another morning, a parent dropping children off at the comer of Jody caused other drivers to be delayed or to swerve into oncoming
turning traffic. Drop students off well away from the comer.
OBEY THE RULES- If you are picking up at carpool time, use the carpool line. The front circle will be closed to picking up
students during carpool time effective Monday, November 13t
STOP MEANS STOP- When students are crossing the Jody intersection, STOP means a four-way stop. Children are not always
predictable and may change direction suddenly.
DO NOT CROSS A DOUBLE YELLOW LINE- If you do, you are on the wrong side of the street and going the wrong way in the
turning lane INTO TDSA.
