Answering the Questions and Modeling the Attitudes

Rabbi Daniel Mechanic, Director of Project Chazon, met with TDSA teachers and parents this week in a set of programs for
Limudei Kodesh teachers and for parents. In Atlanta for a series of talks with the students at local Orthodox high schools, Rabbi
Mechanic is known for his powerful influence on Jewish teens ranging from those who are thirsting for a deeper understanding of
their Judaism to those who are openly challenging their Jewish identity. His program, Winning Our Children’s Minds to the Truth
and Beauty of Judaism, emphasized two key responses to questions, one focusing on Torat Emet, Torah’s authority and truth,
and the other focusing on Torat Chayim, living a Torah life. While every Jewish person has a place in the World to Come, Olom
Haba, Rabbi Mechanic urged us to educate our students and children about the benefits of this world, Olom Hazeh, for observant
Jews, because we know who we are and why we are here. In order to have children who love Judaism, Rabbi Mechanic urged
parents to give them loving relationships to emulate. Spend a few minutes with a child before bed; this is especially meaningful in
fostering a strong connection to the parent’s way of life. Make Jewish observances pleasant, whether they are a peaceful Shabbat
table, Pesach preparations that are approached in a positive spirit, or a seder that is free of expectations that are beyond a child’s
capabilities. A tape recording of Rabbi Mechanic’s talk will be available in our library shortly. Thank you to our PTA for sponsoring
this informative and insightful presentation.
