 FEES, TUITION AND RELATED CHARGES FOR 2010-2011 School Year:


a.
Membership Fee:  The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay Torah Day School of Atlanta, Inc. ("TDSA") a Two Hundred Fifty Dollar ($250) family membership fee.  This fee can be paid together with the tuition fee or as a separate check to be sent to TDSA upon execution of this Enrollment Agreement.  This membership fee is NOT subject to financial assistance or professional discount.

b. Book Fee:  The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay TDSA book fees of $100.00 for students in grades 1-5 and $150.00 for students in grades K and 6-8.  This book fee may be increased during the school year by TDSA if the expenses for a particular class exceed this $100/$150 fee. The book fees are NOT subject to assistance or professional discount, and are due and payable at time of registration.

c. Activity Fee The activity fee is $150 for each child.  The activity fees are NOT subject to assistance or professional discount, and are due and payable at time of registration.   This fee is to be paid via a separate check made payable to “Torah Day School Activity Fund.” 

d. Registration Fee: The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay TDSA a $200 non-refundable registration fee per 

child at the time of registration. For new families, the fee is payable before the child(ren) will be evaluated for admission



 to the school. The registration fee is NOT subject to financial assistance or professional discount. (Parents registering 

                      students by February 24, 2010  may reduce the fee to $150 at the time of registration.)


e. Resource/Enrichment Fee: In the event that any of their child(ren) are required to make use of the Resource Room or are

       selected for the Enrichment Program, the undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay TDSA a $500 non-refundable

        fee per  child to help defray the costs of these programs. This fee is NOT subject to assistance or professional 


        discount. These fees will be billed separately throughout the year as students are evaluated for the programs.
f. Middle-School Boys’ Breakfast Fee: The parent(s) / guardian(s) of Middle-School boys agree to pay TDSA a fee of up to

       $100 per-child to help defray the cost of the breakfasts. This fee will only be billed if the food is not obtained through 

grants, donors or sponsors.


g.
Building Fund Assessment:  The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay TDSA a building fund assessment of one



 thousand five hundred dollars ($1,500) at the rate of $500 annually for the first three years during which they have a



 child or children enrolled at TDSA. This is a tax-deductible donation to support the financing of the building. This may



 be paid via separate check(s) or folded into a FACTS payment plan. Your 2010-2011 payment due is $0.

h.   
Graduation Fee: Parents of students entering the eighth grade agree to pay TDSA a graduation fee of sixty dollars ($60.00) at the time of registration, to cover the costs of the graduation ceremony. You will owe $ 0.

The foregoing fees are NOT subject to financial assistance, prorating for partial-year attendance, or able to be waived.

Tuition is capped at $35,000.00 for any single family.
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j.
Sibling Discounts:  To acknowledge the contributions of families with more than one enrolled student, TDSA provides


sibling discounts as follows:

1. Discounts are applicable ONLY to students in grades 1-8. Kindergarten students are not counted toward discounts.
2. The tuition of the second student from one family is discounted $150.00.

3. The tuition of the third student from one family is discounted 15%.

4. The tuition of the fourth student from one family is discounted 25%.

5. The tuition of the fifth and all subsequent students from one family is discounted 35%.



The sibling discount will be deducted from each family's gross tuition.

j. FAIR Share:  The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay TDSA an additional donation of FAIR Share in connection with the 2010-2011 scholastic year, as  follows: 

$500 for each student in Kindergarten, plus

$1,000 for the first student from the family in grades 1-8, plus

$500 for each additional student from the family in grades 1-8.


The annual family maximum is $2,000.  Your 2010-2011 amount will be $1500.00.


FAIR Share is not subject to assistance or professional discount, and is due and payable in full to TDSA upon


execution of this Enrollment Agreement. However, the FAIR Share commitment may be met in part or in whole by a


parent’s or guardian’s volunteer participation in TDSA fundraising projects or through solicitation of donations from



third parties.  Families who have not met their FAIR Share commitment for 2008-2009 must fulfill that obligation 



before their child(ren) may be admitted for 2010-2011.

     a.
Acceptance by TDSA:  Enrollment of the student(s) whose name(s) is(are) on this Enrollment Agreement does not become official and this Enrollment Agreement is not legally binding on TDSA until parent(s)/guardian(s) receive a copy of this Enrollment Agreement signed by the Head of School or the Executive Director acknowledging TDSA's acceptance of this Enrollment Agreement.

Damage to School Property:  The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) agree that any damage to TDSA school furniture or property, or to the building itself, attributable to improper or inappropriate conduct by their child(ren) will be the full responsibility of such parent(s)/guardian(s).  TDSA reserves the right either to replace the damaged items at fair market value or to repair the damaged items.  TDSA shall provide the parent(s)/guardian(s) with an invoice of the costs and expenses associated with the replacement or repair of such damaged items, and the parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to reimburse TDSA in the full amount of such invoice within thirty (30) days from parent(s)/guardian(s) receipt of such invoice from TDSA.

Admission and Retention:  The Student(s) shall be required to act in a manner consistent with the academic and disciplinary standards of TDSA as are established by TDSA.  TDSA reserves the right to suspend or expel any Student who violates any of the academic or disciplinary standards established by TDSA.  NO REFUND OF ANY TUITION OR ANY OTHER FEES OR CHARGES WILL BE MADE FOR ANY WITHDRAWAL, DISMISSAL OR ABSENCE DURING ANY SCHOOL YEAR.

Late Payments:  If the parent(s)/guardian(s) fail to remit any tuition or other fees or charges due to TDSA as they become due and payable under the terms of this Enrollment Agreement, the parent(s)/guardian(s) agree to pay any outstanding balance due to TDSA plus any amounts attributable to TDSA's attorney's fees in the collection of any outstanding balance due to TDSA under this Enrollment Agreement. The school may withhold grade reports and/or transcripts if balances are unpaid at the end of an academic year. Families with unpaid balances may not be allowed to register students for the subsequent year.
e.
Entire Agreement:  This Enrollment Agreement constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior agreements, understandings and representations, whether written or oral, and there are no other or further agreements outstanding not specifically mentioned herein.  This Enrollment Agreement shall not be modified, amended, altered or changed, nor shall any provision hereof be waived, except by written agreement signed by all of the parties to this Enrollment Agreement.  The undersigned parent(s)/guardian(s) hereby acknowledge that they have read and fully understand the terms and conditions set forth in this Enrollment Agreement.

Binding and Enforceable Obligation:  This Enrollment Agreement is legally binding and enforceable between the parties.

Termination:  This Enrollment Agreement shall terminate on the last day of classes during the Term.  This Enrollment Agreement may be terminated by TDSA if the undersigned parent(s) or guardian(s) breach this Enrollment Agreement, or in accordance with Section 5(c), provided however such termination shall not relieve parent(s) or guardian(s) of  obligations to remit to TDSA such fees and payments in accordance with Section 4 hereto.
h.
Jurisdiction:  With respect to any disputes that arise under this Enrollment Agreement that are submitted to a court of law, the parties hereto agree that venue and jurisdiction are proper in any state or federal court lying within Dekalb County,

Georgia, and the parties specifically consent to the jurisdiction and venue of such court for the purpose of any proceedings contemplated by this paragraph.  This Enrollment Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the state of Georgia.
